1. Call Meeting to Order and Introductions – Mr. Silke called the meeting to order at
10:05 AM.

2. State of Emergency & Virtual Meeting Consideration. ACTION:  Next meeting to be
hosted by Yolo County remotely. MOTION: Sabatini; SECOND: Stevenson; AYES:
unanimous (Colias, Sabatini, Deligiannis). Mr. Silke stated that for convenience,
meetings be held virtually. Ms. DePalma Dow suggested that if/ when in-person
meetings resume, the first be special and include a meal or special location. Mr.
Stevenson agreed. Mr. McCord (in the chat) suggested that a good in-person meeting
place is Sackett Ranch Putah Creek Council’s office.

3. Before approval of the consent agenda was considered, Mr. Silke expressed concern
that the draft Emergency Funding Protocol was not on today’s agenda for consideration
by the CC for approval. Ms. Reza stated that it would be on the agenda for the May
meeting pending chair approval and that a draft emergency funding PIF had recently
been completed. She told the CC she would include them in the minutes to this meeting
and send both drafts to them ASAP.

4. *Approve Consent Agenda – ACTION: Approve the Consent Agenda as presented;
MOTION: Sabatini; SECOND: Deligiannis; AYES: unanimous (Silke, Stevenson)

5. *** Public Comment: There was no public comment.
6. DWR Update – Mr. Siltanen was out sick and could not provide the DWR update. He

listened in on part of the meeting. DWR update information was available in the meeting
agenda packet and is available in the meeting minutes.

7. Presentation – Anna Friedman and Alex Klein – Climate Resilience Partnership Project:
statewide landscape analysis to identify key governance and funding gaps and
challenges in the State’s regions. Issue: high potential viable projects often face difficulty
accessing funding; they are conducting outreach to explore barriers and identify how to
overcome. Q/A survey conducted, back and forth with respect to above research.
Presentation slides attached to meeting minutes.

8. *Project 214 – Ms. Gordon presented the Hidden Valley Lake CSD Mainline
Rehabilitation project for consideration for inclusion in the WS IRWM project list. The
CSD is sitting on top of a robust aquifer and wants to take steps to make sure it’s
available.

 Discussion: Mr. Silke: during drought, reducing leakage is vital because water
loss is a big topic. This project satisfies the goals 10,11, 13; it appears the project
fits within the confines of the plan.

 ACTION: Hidden Valley Lake CSD Mainline Rehabilitation project be accepted
within the plan

 MOTION: Silke, SECOND: Deligiannis, AYES: Unanimous (Sabatini, Stevenson).
9. McCord MEI Contract Check In – Dr. McCord has a contract this fiscal year to support

the WS IRWM with grant proposals. He provided a report of work to date.
 Accomplished:

i. Hidden Valley Lake CSD flooding issue needs clarity – some back-and-forth
conversations via email

ii. Putah Creek thalweg assessment survey with Max Stevenson,
iii. St. John’s mine, identified in Brownfields Assessment Project, land owner not

interest in engagement at this time.
 Ongoing:

i. Former ore processing area (upstream of Wilbur Hot Spring Resort) near Sulphur
Creek, funding for cleaning up the ore pile due to a cleanup and abatement order
from the state, McCord will be managing the project. Demonstration project: treat
mercury in-situ.

ii. WEAP Applications in Cache Creek, watershed water management model used
by YCFC&WCD, YSGA, interested in using the tool for sediment transport &
sedimentation (fire scars), climate change impacts, fire impacts, DACs & Tribes
and environmental justice associated with water issues – Solano County
Berryessa watershed, or others interested contact Mr. Stevenson and he’ll get
you in touch with SFEI developers.

iii. Knoxville OHB Area, Napa’s Measure A is funding some trail work starting April,
and State Parks OHB grant app was submitted 3/7/22 for more work. Having
these trails prevents people starting their own trails which prevents sedimentation
caused by improper trail construction.

iv. Brownfields, DTSC state money and federal $ available now. Potentially going to
reach out to Solano – Chris Lee.

v. The Brownfields Website is expiring next month – does CC want to transfer it to
IRWM website? Mr. Stevenson stated that at least project report should be on
IRWM website. The CC requested that Dr. McCord submit a package of
Brownfields reports to chair Sabrina Colias for upload to the Westside IRWM
website.

vi. Urban Streams Restoration Program - future opportunity? The program is under
public comment, but seems ideal for Cache and Putah Creeks, which are
impacted by urban uses and benefit urban communities. DWR specifically
contacted Dr. McCord and suggested it. Ms. DePalma-Dow stated that City of
Clear Lake has needs for urban creek restoration, but the last time they applied,
the program was out of funding. She thinks it is a project in the IRWM project list.

10. DWR DAC funding availability discussion – Ms. Reza updated the CC on the status of
DAC funds available to IRWM Funding Areas. The $5 M for implementation projects



must be applied for by a single entity and then distributed to Area IRWMs as in the DACI 
program. Yuba Water Agency is not able to be fiscal sponsor on behalf of the region and 
currently, no entity has indicated a willingness to fulfill that role.  

 CC direction: talk to J Lessard about the projects, formalize the approach, and if
necessary, hold a special meeting.

 Ms. Reza to let Lake County know what specifically is needed
 Ms. DePalma-Dow to contact Lake admin about possibly being fiscal sponsor.

11. Lake County – Project 213 – Ms. DePalma-Dow provided results of the emergency
water quality monitoring project undertaken by Lake County. There will be a more
complete review when project is completed. Acknowledged sponsors: partners in the WS
IRWM among others. Slides in meeting minutes (corrected from agenda packet).

 Q: Does stagnation cause blue-green algae? A: Yes. At drinking water intakes,
Tribe took samples, some intakes had cyanobacteria nearby, but home-filtration
treatments do not provide sufficient protection, so state issued moratorium.

 Q: Concern on emergency water shortages in that drainage? A: there’s enough
water, just a matter of getting it out to users soon enough. Conservation
messages seem to encourage greater water use and hoarding. Clear Lake has a
lot of water, it just needs a lot of treatment and that takes time and money.

12. Annual newsletter update – Ms. Reza provided the draft newsletter in the agenda
packet, and noted updates. She asked for input from the CC.

 Direction was received from CC moving email addresses from the front page
 Tentative schedule through 3/31 for completion of rough draft, out to CC for

review in April, comments back by 4/31, final draft at May meeting for approval.
13. Status of Biennial Update of Westside Plan Projects – Ms. Reza provided an update

in the agenda packet and reported that she would be pursuing the projects marked active
in 2019 that haven’t yet provided an update in the coming weeks.

 The CC directed that the results be presented in a matrix and uploaded to the
website when completed.

 Results to contain date of last update for each project.
14. Drought Roundtable Discussion – Mr. Silke: Lake Berryessa just below 410, but

historically the Lake has receded about 15 feet by October. In 2015, reached just about
395. Upper Putah Creek drainage likely to see severe impacts in the fall. Napa County is
pursuing drought relief program through DWR – short and long term for conveyance
within county or trucking water from outside of the county. SWP – allocation to the 27
contractors was increased to 15% as a result of December precipitation, but these are
unique hydrological times that require adaptation to infrastructure and use. Mr.
Stevenson: there is over 1 M AF in Lake Berryessa, which is about a four-year supply –
better than other areas of the state.

15. CC Member and Administrative Coordinator Reports, Regional Activities and
Updates: Administrative Coordinator items:

 Ms. Reza asked if any CC members had suggestions for the annual work plan.
Mr. Silke said that the question is usually addressed at the May meeting.

 Ms. Reza asked if the CC would you like Yolo County RCD to prepare a draft
budget for administrative coordination for the 22/23 fiscal year. The CC directed
her to do so.

16. Confirm Next Meeting Date and Location. Wednesday, May 9, 2022, 10:00 am,
hosted by Yolo County Water Resources Association/ Yolo Subbasin Groundwater
Agency.

3. *Round Table of Regions IRWM budget funding request letter to CA Legislature

signature block for Ms. Reza to add to the letter with the WS IRWM logo. Motion: Elisa Sabatini – each 
member of the coordinating committee provide virtual signatures for the funding request letter to the 
legislature. Second: Marina Deligiannis. Unanimous (Deligiannis, Sabatini, Silke, Snyder).   

4. *Letters of Support for Lake & Solano Counties QZ Mussel Prevention Grant

These would support the two member agencies to try to obtain funding through Division of Boating 
and Waterways.

Marina Deligiannis and Angela DePalma-Dow responded to questions about the Lake County Watershed 
Protection District project: Rehabilitation and Implementation of Conjunctive Use Projects for Enhanced 
Aquifer Recharge and Fish Spawning Habitat in the Big Valley Groundwater Basin.  
Tom Jordan responded to the Scotts Valley Band of Pomo Indians project: Clean Water System for Red 
Hills Subdivision located at 7130 Red Hills Road, Kelseyville, CA. 

Ms. Deligiannis suggested that Lake County could integrate the Scotts Valley Band of Indians project with 
the Lake County bundle since the total funding request would be less than $800,000. 

The CC chair took live polls from the four CC members for each project on several factors to assist in the 
decision about which project to advance to the Sacramento River Funding Area application. The Lake 
County representative, Ms. Deligiannis, abstained from voting on the Lake County Watershed Protection 
District project. 

The Dunnigan project: Dunnigan Area Groundwater Recharge Demonstration and Pilot Project received 
the most points. 

Motion: Marina Deligiannis – advance the Dunnigan Area Groundwater Recharge Demonstration and Pilot 
Project to the Sacramento River Funding Area DWR Urban and Multibenefit Drought Relief set-aside 
application. Second: Chris Silke. Unanimous (Deligiannis, Sabatini, Silke, Snyder).

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Once it is released, the 2021 EAR is due to be submitted by May 21, 2022. 

DWR and the State Water Resources Control Board have released principles and strategies for groundwater management 

and drinking water wells. The document provides a framework for the development of drought-resistant communities. 

Approximately 82 percent of Californians rely on groundwater for some portion of their drinking water or other household 

uses. A Spanish version of the draft is available.  

DWR Released California’s Groundwater Update 2020 (formerly Bulletin 118) and California’s Groundwater Live Online 

The Department of Water Resources (DWR) released the final California’s Groundwater – Update 2020 

(Bulletin-118), containing information on the condition of the State’s groundwater, which is especially important 

with most of California facing ongoing drought conditions. DWR has also developed a companion web-based 

application called California’s Groundwater Live (CalGW Live), leveraging the California Natural Resources 

Agency Open Data Platform (Open Data) to improve the access and timeliness of statewide groundwater 

information.  The easy-to-use interface will make many of the data sets used in CalGW Update 2020 available in 

an interactive map format that will be updated regularly for viewing and downloading.  For more information, 

visit the updated California’s Groundwater website  Contact: CalGW@water.ca.gov.  NEW drought related 

features added to domestic and irrigation well dashboards on CA Groundwater Live:   The first new feature is a 

series of new interactive well density layers that summarize the number of domestic and irrigation well 

completion reports (WCRs) received by the Department over various time periods since 1977.  The other new 

feature has added monthly well statistics for both domestic and irrigation types. This feature allows users to 

compare the number of new domestic and irrigation wells installed month-by-month since 1977. 

OpenET makes tracking water use data easier with satellite data 

A space-based tool is ready to help track water in the western U.S. Using data from satellites, Open 

Evapotranspiration (OpenET) gives farmers and other water users information on how much of their water loss 

ends up as evapotranspiration. The OpenET data are available for 17 western states, including the Colorado River 

basin area.

The 

release of incomplete determination begins a 180 day timeline to correct identified deficiencies that that precluded 

approval.  These assessments and notification letters, along with other pertinent information, can be viewed here 

on the DWR SGMA Portal.   The Department has updated the SGMA Portal’s GSP Reporting System to allow 

the resubmission of incomplete GSPs and, if applicable, Coordination Agreements.  The User Manual may also be 

viewed and downloaded on the SGMA Portal Resources Page or at the following link: User Manual. 

Groundwater Conditions Report for Water Year 2021 Released 

On March 11, 2022, the Department of Water Resources (DWR, Department) released Groundwater Conditions

The data reported on this site 

(excluding personal identifiable information) can be viewed on the SGMA data viewer or downloaded on the 

CNRA Atlas.  Individuals or local agencies can report water shortages and a list of resources are included on the 

webpage.   The reporting forms are available in both English and Spanish. 

DWR is developing eight Proposition 68-funded technical projects 

These projects include airborne electromagnetic surveys, improving groundwater elevation and quality 

monitoring networks, Statewide land use data collection, improved subsidence monitoring network, installing and 

maintaining stream gauges, maintaining and enhancing statewide well completion reports, managing and 

reporting sustainable groundwater information, and enhancing and maintaining DWR’s modeling tools.  Fact 

sheets on each project can be viewed under the “Prop 68” tab here. 

• AEM webpage contains information on the how the process works, safety, schedule, data submission by

GSAs, TAC, pilot study data and more.  Public webinar was held June 8th 12:00 – 1:00, a recording can

be viewed here and handouts can be downloaded here.  Sonoma Valley Basins were surveyed in

November, 2021 and North San Joaquin and Southern Sacramento surveys completed in April

2022.

• 2018 Statewide Crop Mapping data dataset builds on the 2014 and 2016 statewide crop mapping datasets

DWR previously released and includes multi-cropping information.

Westside Sac IRWM Emergency Funding Procedure 

The Westside Sac IRWM Plan Coordinating Committee (CC), understands that 
wildfires, floods and other natural disasters are expected to increase in frequency 
and intensity over the next decade or longer. The CC recognizes the urgent need to 
provide and plan for rapid post-emergency response in impacted areas throughout 
the Westside Sac IRWM region. With this understanding, the CC established the 
following procedures for Westide Sac IWRM members and projects sponsors when 
responding to emergencies and following a disaster event. The below procedures 
are intended to provide a means for Westside Sac IRWMP members and project 
sponsors to receive technical or financial assistance provided funding and / or 
capacity is available.  

1. Post-disaster event that results in a locally declared emergency by a local
agency such as a water conservation district, reclamation district, or county
board of supervisors, the Westside Sac IRWM administrative coordinator will
contact CC members and alternates to determine whether there are unmet
emergency needs in their jurisdictions and the type and amount of assistance
needed.

a. If there is not a CC meeting scheduled within one month following a
disaster declaration and there is urgent need, an emergency meeting
following Brown Act protocols may be scheduled in order to consider
identified response needs.

b. To the extent possible, a project information form will be completed
for each emergency response project.

c. Costs will be documented .
d. Need for permits will be determined and documented.
e. If multiple projects are to be considered, a simple scoring sheet based

on the small grants scoring sheet will be used.

f. Westside Sac latest invoice/budget will be prepared for CC
determination of amount of potential funding available.

g. Eligibility time frame will be within six months of the emergency
proclamation.

h. Project will be expected to be complete within six months of the CC
approval date; time extensions will be considered by the CC when the
applicant submits the following information:

i. Documentation substantiating delays beyond project sponsor’s
control;

ii. A detailed justification for the delay;
iii. Status of the work; and
iv. The project timeline with the projected completion date.

2. Regular CC meeting (within 2 months of disaster event) or Emergency CC
meeting

a. Budget information will be reviewed to determine funding capacity.
b. Emergency response project descriptions, costs, and permitting needs

will be presented for each project.
i. Project sponsors will be invited to present their project’s

description, urgency, and cost justification.
c. CC will consider the merits of project(s) and score them if necessary.
d. CC will decide whether to fund or partially fund, each project under

consideration.
3. Contracting & Reporting

a. Contracting will occur with SCWA, the Westside Sac fiscal agent in a
manner identical to the small grants funding process.

b. Reporting on project implementation and outcomes will be required
for each project through photo-monitoring (before/ after) or other
appropriate methods, decided upon at time of receiving project
approval or at the next CC meeting.

c. When project is completed, a final report presentation will be
provided to the CC with activities, general costs, accomplishments,
barriers, and lessons learned.  This report can be a PowerPoint saved
as a PDF that can be shared and accessible to partners and the public.

d. Changes and updates to the project will be communicated at
subsequent CC meetings for the year following the project.
